Bills and claims: A motion was made by Gary Swick seconded by Steve Greely to pay the bills and claims. Motion carried.

Committee Reports: 
Financial: Cash boxes with $390.00 were available for each of the concessions stands.
Buildings & Grounds: An electrician is coming in to trace the electrical wiring in both of the concession stands. The stands will be ready for operation starting tomorrow. A health inspection will be conducted May 31st @ 6:00 starting on the lower diamond. 
A work night was scheduled for May 30th starting at 6:00.All available directors should be present.

Membership: None
Old Business: Butch Malsavage made a motion to compensate Donn McGowan for serving as president of the KRA the past two years. Donn declared the compensation, therefore the motion died for lack of a second. The Grafmeier tourney will be held June 2-4, 2006. There are ten teams entered and the schedule is already posted on our web-site. Dave LeBlanc indicated that we will be using more local umpires and might be able to save on hotel rooms for the tourney by doing so. Again this year both the Kimberly postal workers and firefighters will be helping in the concession stands. Chad Mix updated the board on the NAFA tourney in August. The average number of teams in the past few years has been 130, he is expecting up to 150 teams. He already has $52,000 in sponsorship money signed on but is looking for more. The Cardinal Youth Softball is running the Appleton portion of the tourney. Directors were again reminded to get their operator’s license renewed. Volunteers were sought to be at the concession stands on Wednesday and Thursday nights. The following schedule was setup: Wednesday lower stand Gary Swick and Steve Greely; Wednesday upper stand, Dave Carney and Doug Whitehead with Monica Whithead as a fill-in. Thursday lower stand, Butch Malsavage and Bryan Menting; Thursday upper stand, Ned Montanye, Dave and Karen LeBlanc. The vacant board position was discussed. Several board members will ask around about potential candidates to fill the position for one year. A suggestion was also made to look at the possibility of have groups work the stands on league nights in exchange for a contribution to their organization.  We have 14 teams ready to start the 14” softball league on Wednesday night. The golf league started on Monday night. The Paper Valley league will play on both diamonds on Thursday until the women’s league starts in June.
New Business: The KRA Wayne Kilsdonk Scholarships will be presented at Kimberly High School on Wednesday May 31st by Dave Carney. Al Schaefer asked for permission to look into the cost of a wireless microphone for the upper diamond.
A motion was made by Doug Whitehead and seconded by Norb Karner to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:15P.M.
