Committee reports:

Finance:  
· Norb presented a request for KRA to sponsor prizes for 1 hole at the Postal Shootout Golf Outing scheduled for August 24, 2008. Permission granted
· Norb presented a request from the Kimberly Fire Department to donate $110 to the NSC for the purchase of kids “fire prevention” books.
Buildings & Grounds: 
· Nedly gave the results of the health inspection conducted at all locations within the Park and Rec that sell food product. There were no discrepancies noted and past discrepancies were evaluated and cleared. The concessions stands will be inspected again prior to the World Tourney. 

· Al asked that we keep an eye out for a set of lost keys belonging to Diane Eastman. The keys are on a Packer embossed lanyard. 
Membership:   
· Al passed around the 2007/2008 Directors Guide and asked that all Directors update their information. 
Grafmeier Tourney Comments/Suggestions: 

· Bill thanked everyone for their support during the tournament. 

· Doug suggested that during tournaments, a key should be made available for each lock box. There was an instance where members assigned to the upper shack did not have access to the cash box. 
· The timing for removal of the tarps was not well communicated to the helpers. Grounds keeper in charge of the event should have names and phone numbers of ground crew so they can be called for help. 

· Not all entry fees were collected either before or during the event. This causes problems for payout after the event is over. It was also suggested that fees received during the event go directly to Norb rather than into the cash box. 

· Suggested purchasing smaller size Dixie cups for the dugout water coolers. Also can be used for transferring soda from the bottles for kids to drink out of. 
Fireworks Planning:

· All Directors present at this meeting said they would be available to help at this event.

· Steve will talk to the owner of Quizno’s to see if they will donate cups, as in the past, that were used for dispensing popcorn.

· Paul Matuszak has made an offer to share 20% of sales to the KRA in exchange for allowing him to sell lighted objects at the fireworks display. No objections. He will be the only authorized seller in the park to do so. 

· Al will be in communication with the Community Band to finalize their activities and set-up location.

· Al will contact the DJ for the event as well.

· There will be no parking access after 8:00 pm in the lower parking lot. Al will speak to the vendor and ask that they only allow access to the workers and their immediate families.

· We will sell hot dogs and burgers for meats. 3 cases of burgers will be cooked. Burgers and dogs will be pre-wrapped and heated for ease of dispensing. Sell until they are gone. 
· Port-a-potty will be gender marked for “women” use only to help ease the long lines for the women’s bathroom. Signs will be made to indicate the other bathrooms on the hill.
Old Business:  
· Appleton Awning agreed to an add in the ISC World Tourney program. No word on delivery date of the new tarp.
New Business: 
· Norb gave a quote for 10 port-a-potties for the World Tourney of $875. This includes six service calls for the potties and 3 service calls for the holding tank. Dave LeBlanc made a motion to accept the bid, Butch Malsavage second. Motion carried.
· The next ISC World Tourney planning meeting is scheduled for June 24. All Directors are encouraged to attend as there will be a rather lengthy agenda.
