Committee Reports: 
Financial: Norb informed the board that $2,298.00 was taken in for concessions at the fireworks.. 
Buildings & Grounds:
Membership: The bylaws are under review now and recommendations for change will be brought forward next month. A kickball league is a dead issue but they are looking into coed softball. There is also some thought of sponsoring a Brewer bus yet this year. There was a lengthy discussion about the golf social. It was decided to make it a social first with golfing. Each per member is to try to get together a foursome for the event with the golf part first and the social to follow at Sunset park. Bryan Menting made a motion to hold the social on Saturday Sept. 16th, seconded by Gary Swick. Motion carried. Board members who can get a foursome for this event should let Bill Kroner know ASAP. There would be a $5.00 charge for the social part of the event plus the golf fees charged by the course. 
Upcoming events:

World Tournament Bid: Both Dave LeBlanc and Ken Hackmeister were made aware of our ideas regarding the 2008 tourney bid. It was suggested that we have a delegation go to Kitchner and discuss our proposal with the ISC. Ned Montanye made a motion seconded by Norb Karner that we send a delegation to submit a bid for the 2008 ISC World Tournament with the actual contract to be worked out at a later date. Motion carried. The KRA representatives will need to be there Sunday Aug. 13th through Tuesday Aug. 15th. The Fox Cities Convention and Visitors Bureau might be able to help fund some expenses for this trip. 

NAFA: The actual tourney schedule will be available by August 10th. The question about the NAFA staff that will need food and beverage was answered. It comprises of 3-6 people, no problem. Regarding concessions Only Miller beer will be sold during the tournament. Miller will also provide the water. Red Bull an energy drink will also be available. Gary Swick made a motion to have Al Schaefer serve as Tournament Director, seconded by Bryan Menting. Motion carried.  A special NAFA tourney meeting will be held July 25th at 6:00PM to go over final preparations for this tourney.
