Committee reports:


Financial: The Kimberly Fire Dept. requested $110.00 for their fire safety program. This is a pre-approved finanical item no motion was necessary.


Buildings & Grounds: There is an alarm in the lower concession stand for our lift pump Al will put out an information sheet on how to disarm the alarm, without turning the pump off. During the ASA tournament we had an electrical problem in the upper concession stand. It was agreed that we should have the entire electrical system in this stand checked out this fall. We need to talk to all vendors about checking the doors when they leave as some have been left open recently. President Donn McGowan arrived at 6:18 and took over running the meeting.

Old Business: 


	 KRA Cookout will be held next Tuesday July 19th in the #1 Shelter at Sunset Park. Cocktails at 5:30 and dinner at 6:00. All attending should bring place settings, including a salad bowl, utensils and a drinking mug. Everyone brings their own meat to cook and various board members volunteered to bring everything from bread to desserts.


	Fireworks: Overall things went much better than in past years. The aisle system using the barricades worked well. The popcorn in large plastic bags and having the condiments on the East window worked well. Some suggestions for improvement include: More start-up cash especially with ones and quarters. We should have a cash drawer near the West window, move the Fire Trucks away from the hill so people can walk between the trucks and the hill. Addess concerns with the Cleveland group, about who can park close and what time they need to arrive by. If what some directors were told is true, then only licensed people should be permitted in the launch area. One idea was to wrist band all fireworks workers, so directors would know who should be in the launch area. We should look at limiting or prohibiting bikes and scooters in the audience. We might need to have bike racks available. We should have a sign for handicapped parking. The beer cart wasn't very successful, perhaps we could sell from under a canopy setup away from the concession stand. Announce the winner of the 50/50 on fire truck loud speaker as well as on regular PA system. Post winner number in highly visible location. With contributuions our cost was less than $4,000 for the 2005 45 minute show. A motion was made by Doug Whitehead to get a $25.00 gift certificate for the DJ from Tanner's. Norb Karner seconded the motion. Motion carried.
