· Norb reported that to date there was a surplus of funds from the ISC World Tournament of $23,570.00. Norb will provide a detailed report when all bills and claims for the event have been finalized. 
Report on all clubs meeting with Al about village expenses: 
· Bill attended a meeting with leaders of the local sport organizations who use recreational services currently provided by the Village of Kimberly. Host, Al Schaeffer, spoke of the possibility of charging a fee for usage of the Park and Recreation facilities and services; which usually have been provided free of charge in the past.
